Board Meeting Minutes

Maria called the meeting to order at 7:35pm.
1. Review and Status of Minutes, December 12, 2006 – Minutes were approved, with 3 minor changes.
2. Treasurer’s Report/Membership Report – We have $3,935.61 in the account. This includes dues paid to US LWV. Lucia updated the membership sheet and there were 51 members. Five are national members who we don’t pay dues for, but get $5 back for each member. There are seven members less than last year.
3. Nominating Committee and Budget Committee update – Mary Avalos will head the nominating committee again and is still looking for two more members.  Maria is still searching for budget committee members with discussion of which members to call on. 
4. January membership meeting planning – The meeting will be at Carol Gloff’s house on January 21, 2007 at 2pm.

a. agenda – 1)call for people to serve on the board, 2) discussion of what we’re doing for the 


year, 3) a call for volunteers for action items and 4) a description of the Citizen’s Guide.

b. refreshments/venue – Terry will contact Roche Bros. for donated refreshments, fruit and 

cookies.

c. speaker - The MA LWV assures us that they will send us a speaker to talk about 

membership dues. We don’t have a name yet.

d. publicity – press release, invite to membership - We’ll send out a press release to the 


Natick Tab and the MetroWest Daily News.  Maria will email a meeting announcement to the 


membership, and the Board will follow up with phone calls to their designated members on 


the phone tree. There was a suggestion to post the announcement of the meeting on 


Pegasus.  
5.  Review calendar – There was discussion of if, when, and what type of social event we should hold in April.  We will hold a bake sale at the Morse Institute Library’s Book Sale on May 20.  The schedule is the same as listed previously. There was discussion of when and where to hold the membership letter-writing campaign. It was decided to hold it on Thursday, March 29.
6. Newsletter – The plan is to put it out 1st or 2nd week of February. There was discussion of the President’s Letter.  We need to get job descriptions to Holly to publish in newsletter.
7. Citizen’s Guide to Town Government – Josh Ostroff presented an update on the Guide.  He, Holly Anderson, David Parish and Jay Ball met to work on the Guide. He has a few guides from other communities that he discussed. Josh also gave us an overview of the intention of the Guide. The Committee will do a write-up and present it to the Board for final edits.  They are hoping to recruit more members at the Membership Meeting.  He will come to the next Board Meeting with content, the exact costs and sponsors (MathWorks, banks, Boston Scientific, etc.). There was discussion of a letter coming from Maria on LWV letterhead which Josh would write.
8. Other business

a. Town Meeting Moderator’s Assn.  – Paul Connolly offered us a video about how “open” town meeting government works. However, we have a “representative” town meeting. There was discussion, anyway, of posting this video on our website for educational purposes.
b. Annual Meeting speaker – There was discussion of having someone from the senior center/community center study committee speak at the annual meeting in June. 
c. NEF Shining Light Awards – Wed., March 14 – There was discussion of avoiding March 14 when scheduling the Candidate Forums. 
9. Candidate Forums (Tuesday, February 27 is the preliminary election and Tuesday, March 27 is 
the election)

a. forum for preliminary election – There was discussion of when to hold the forum for 

the Clerk’s position -  Monday, February 12, Tuesday, February 13 or Thursday, February 15. 

Candidates are: Jeff Phillips, David Ordway, 
Diane Packer, and Judi Kuhn

b. dates/venues for forums –There was discussion of when to hold the forum – Tuesday, 
March 13 in the evening or Friday, March 16 in the morning. March 15 would be the alternate 
for the 16th.  We need to reschedule our board meeting to March 6.

c. candidate invites – There are six candidates for school committee. Selectman candidates 

Kristin Van Amsterdam and John Ciccariello, are running uncontested. Candidates for 

moderator are Frank Foss and Paul Connolly.
Josh Ostroff offered to work with Pegasus to arrange a panel-like program with the uncontested selectman candidates, instead of the selectman coming to the Forum. 
10.  Next Board meetings – need to confirm February meeting.
