Maria called the meeting to order at 7:35pm.
1. Review and Status of Minutes, September 12, 2006 – Minutes were unanimously approved.
2. Election Day Bake Sale – Mary Avalos has volunteered to coordinate the bake sale at the Morse Institute Library. 
3. Candidate Forum  – It was decided to invite just the candidates who are in a contested race. This means only State Representative David Linsky and Will Whittlesey running for the 5th Middlesex House District seat. They agreed on one Forum. The date is Monday, October 23, 2006, however no venue has been found yet.  Maria has looked into the Pegasus studio, among other places.  Terry will look on the master calendar at the High School for a possible venue.  Maria will give the candidates the regulations and the details about the Forum
4. Newsletter – Maria has started the President’s letter. Lucia will send a list of names of donors and members who have renewed to put in the newsletter.  She’ll send a blurb on how much money we raised at Natick Days. Holly wants to include the calendar and information on open board positions. Holly will also contribute blurbs on the Town Government Open House; Candidates’ Forum; Natick 360 Visioning Weekend; and the Voter Study Consensus Meeting.

5. Town Government Open House Update  – Terry has helped contact the town committees. There will be a LWV table. Terry will call Moira to get the details and information from last year. There was discussion regarding refreshments and LWV volunteers.
6. Voter Turnout Study  – Jay Ball will give a presentation of the Study at the Town Open House. There was discussion of how long the presentation should be, membership outreach, publicity, and also Maria’s letter regarding the study to the membership.  The consensus meeting will be on Sunday, November 12 at 2pm at the Morse Institute Library.  The LWVMA is looking into a facilitator for the consensus meeting.  Maria will send a save the date card to the members by November 7. 
7. Voter’s Guide (newspaper insert project)  – Lucia and Maria are researching the possibility of LWV Natick producing a guide similar to the guide produced by the Wellesley LWV.  There was discussion of who would put this together and what it would look like.  Wellesley’s guide is a good ideal to shoot for. Perhaps there will be a member who would show an interest.
8. Calendar  – Maria add an “afternoon tea” – where a topic (a local issue) would be discussed. There was discussion of who would take this on and what it would look like. She will look into finding a member interested in talking about the Senior Center/Community Center.
9. Treasurer’s Report/Natick Days – The most recent income comes from $632.45 raised at Natick Days and $17.70 in donations. The balance is $4479.42, although we have not paid the National dues.
